In observance of Columbus Day, the parish office 
will be closed on Monday, October 14th. 
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 Today we observe Respect Life Sunday; a day 
to remember how precious the gift of life is from 
conception until natural death.

 This means that our prayers must also 
include the child that is neglected, the spouse that is 
abused and the senior citizen who is forgotten. If we 
are to pray for an end of abortion, we should pray 
for the end of the death penalty as well.  
 This weekend, the Knights of Columbus will 
be outside of Church for their annual Rose for Life 
Drive.  By wearing this simple Rose, we publicly 
declare our respect for all human life.  Also, the 
funds collected in this Drive help to support the 
annual March for Life in Washington, D.C. when we 
pray for the end of abortion on the anniversary of 
the Supreme Court decision that legalized abortion 
in this country.  
 In God’s eyes, all life is precious and as 
Disciples of Jesus Christ, we are all called to do our 
part in protecting and respecting this most special 
gift.
