Today, as we remember Our Lord’s entrance
into Jerusalem, we enter into the holiest week of the
Church calendar. We are invited to cheer with the
crowds that hail as king Jesus of Nazareth. We must
also acknowledge that we also stand with the crowds
that call for his crucifixion.

Our celebration of Palm Sunday of the
Passion of the Lord is just the first of the great
liturgies of this Holy Week. On Holy Thursday, we
will celebrate the Mass of the Lord’s Supper in
which will recall the institution of the Holy
Eucharist and the Ordained Priesthood. On Good
Friday, we will join together for the Veneration of
the Cross, the instrument of our Lord’s Passion and
the source of our salvation. All of this will lead us to
the celebration of the Easter Vigil on Holy Saturday
evening. This is the most important liturgy of the
Church year as we celebrate our Lord’s triumph over
death for all times.

These three liturgies of Sacred Triduum are
very much like the three separate acts of one great
play.
