This weekend, we are honored to
welcome Bishop Flesey back to St. Mary’s for
the Sacrament of Confirmation. This year, 79
young members of our parish will be sealed
with the gifts of Holy Spirit. For these young
people, this sacrament is meant to be the start
of new, more mature practice of their Catholic
faith.
