Eucharistic Adoration - March 1st 
 

On Friday, March 1st, we will have 
Eucharistic Adoration after the 8:45 a.m. 
Mass in the Lower Church.  Reposition 
begins at 7:00 p.m.  Please join us and 
spend some time with Jesus. 
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 The past two weeks have not been easy ones for 
the Catholic Church in New Jersey.  Last week, the 
Archdiocese of Newark along with the four other 
dioceses in the state released the names of 188 priests 
and deacons who have been “credibly” accused of the 
sexual abuse of minors.  Two days before the release of 
the names of accused priests, the five dioceses jointly 
announced the establishment of a Victims 
Compensation Fund that would not be limited by a 
statute of limitations.   
 As Cardinal Tobin states in his letter, the 
release of names and the establishment of the Victims 
Compensation Fund is an effort to bring healing to 
those who were violated and to do what is just and 
right for victims of childhood sexual abuse.  The 
Cardinal’s letter and all other information regarding 
this issue can be found on the Archdiocesan Website, 
www.rcan.org. 
 Reading the list of names is incredibly 
disturbing but I hope everyone realizes that no priest 
or deacon named remain in active ministry.  The list of 
names for the Archdiocese of Newark goes back to 
1940 and most of the incidents of abuse occurred many 
years ago.  We cannot change what has happened but 
hopefully we can learn from it as we strive to bring 
healing to those who suffered. 
 At a meeting where all priests were called to 
last week, Cardinal Tobin stated that no monies 
collected through the Sharing God’s Blessing Annual 
Appeal or the We are Living Stones Capital Campaign 
are used in settlements to compensate victims.  He 
added that, so far, most of the funds have come from 
our insurance companies.   
 As the Cardinal’s letter states, the Archdiocese 
has made a commitment to transparency and healing.  
The Church must acknowledge what has happened, 
pray for forgiveness and help those who have been 
victimized.  I realize that the trust many have in the 
Church has been broken.  It will take a great deal of 
time and effort to earn that trust back.  The steps taken 
in the past two weeks are the first steps in a long road 
of healing.
